
The lecture will elaborate on the concept of trait in architecture. This will involve a 
contextualisation of the term in architecture and philosophy, preluding the presentation 
of a lineage of architectural traits from within the production of the office across time 
and geographies. Underpinning this map, a discussion on ideas of value, continuity, 
and the city, will circle back to the work being unfolded via the study of Plecnik and 
contemporary Ljubljana under the agenda of Nanotourism.

Dr Anna Font is an architect, her work combines academic, editorial and 
design projects. She is interested in the convergence of computation and 
critical thinking in architecture.

Anna holds a Master’s in Architecture II from the Harvard University GSD 
(Cambridge, MA) and a PhD in Design from the Architectural Association
